In November of 2022, his health began to decline, so his daughters assisted
him in returning back to Fannin, living in the home of Reverend Marin and
Diane McLaurin.

On February 1, 2023 he went home to be with the Lord. He is preceded in
death by his parents Joe and Marie Washington; sons, Arthur (AC)
Washington, George Washington, Tommy Washington and Willie Wash-
ington; sisters Willie M. Clayton, Bernice Donald, Gloria Calhoun, Rosie P.
