Bessie Lee Johnsen was born on January 15, 1951, in Sandhill, Mississippi.

She was preceded in death by her
parents, two (2) sisters, Idell Miggins & Christine Burnett; and four (4)
brothers, Floyd "Pistol" Donald, Mingo "June Bug" Donald Jr., Lacey Donald,
and Leo "Dank" Donald,& Willie Donald.

Bessie was one of the first students to transition from Carter High School to a
once segregated Pisgah High School where she graduated with honors. Her
passion to join the civil rights movement resulted in her being temporarily
incarcerated while fighting against racial discrimination during a march in
solidarity with Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. She believed if you did not stand for
something, you would fall for anything. Bessie was no stranger to hard work
and her willingness to learn new skills was unparalleled. She was a beacon of
light that paved a way for many to admire and follow.

While keeping God's commandment to "remember thy creator in the days of



thy youth" Bessie became a member of Mt. Pisgah M.B. Church, now under
the leadership of Pastor Curtis Fletcher. She devoted most of her time to
serving others. She was a minister of music committed to praising and
worshipping God while sharing the gospel with all through the gift of song.
