In his leisure time, he decided to return back to school and earned his
Master's Degree in Theology, he also enjoyed watching his favorite football
team the New Orleans Saints. Pastor Norwood enjoyed Serving, Singing and
Praising God anytime and anywhere.

What brought joy to his heart was spending time with his children and
grandchildren who called him "Papa Joe." He truly loved his children and
grandchildren, and you could not beat him smiling whenever they were
singing or performing their talents, he would always say "Y all know who
children or grandchildren those were with that big smile.
