I would like to share my amazing life while here with you. On June 2, 1928, a
child prodigy was born to Shepard and Doretha Taylor in Pearl (Pearson),
Mississippi. My musical talents were recognized at an early age. I performed
my first song, "Take Me Through Dear Lord," at Sweet Rest Church of Christ
Holiness at the age of three. I accepted Christ at an early age and became
active in the music ministry at Mount Elam M.B. Church. 

 

My journey of earning a high school diploma was nontraditional but rewarding.
I attended New Hymn High School in Pinola, Mississippi. As a student, I
provided leadership in organizing music for the chapel services and was
granted free tuition to attend classes. Later, I enrolled in high school classes
through Tougaloo College and American College to receive my high school
diploma. 

 

In 1947, I married Earnest Carter, Jr., and to this union, five children were
born: Linda Diane (Wilson), Barbara Faye, Sandra Kaye (Willie), Michael
Wayne (Patsy), and Earnest Lee III. I will meet Earnest Jr. and Earnest III at
Heaven's Gate. I loved the Lord, and following my marriage, I joined Sandhill
M.B. Church, where I became the first woman to play the piano and direct the
church's choir. 



With a humble spirit, I shared my God-given talent by providing music for
Sandhill's worship service, special programs, weddings, and funerals, as well
as teaching songs and conducting the church choirs. I also provided music for
worship services at local churches, as well as for vocal ensembles, choirs,
and various special events in the neighboring communities. My musical
capabilities and sincere devotion were so extraordinary that I became known
as the "Piano Lady from Sandhill." 

 

My educational pursuits continued, and I earned a Bachelor of Science
degree in Education from Jackson State University. This was a major
milestone in my life as I believed that having an education was essential in
life. 

 

I loved my family dearly and treasured the family gatherings, especially
spending time with my eleven grandchildren, eight great-grandchildren, and a
great-great-grandson. I cherished my daily phone calls with my sister Annette
and brother Willie. 

 

My wonderful family friends, let the fruit of the Holy Spirit be at the center of
your lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, and self-control (Galatians 5:22-23).
